Motorists should anticipate the following travel restrictions next week for the Scudder Falls
Bridge Replacement Project:

Pennsylvania side

e |-95 northbound from the Route 332/Newtown-Yardley interchange (Exit 49) to the
Scudder Falls Bridge — intermittent single-lane travel configurations 10 a.m. to 6 a.m.
(next day) Monday, Aug. 28, through Friday, Sept. 1.

e |-95 southbound from the Scudder Falls Bridge to the Route 332/Newtown-Yardley
interchange (exit 49) — intermittent single-lane travel configurations 8 p.m. to 2 p.m. (next
day) Monday, Aug. 28, through Friday, Sept. 1.

e Woodside Road west of Taylorsville Road — Intermittent alternating single-lane travel
controlled by flaggers 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday, Aug. 28 through Friday, Sept. 1.

¢ River Road/Route 32 — Intermittent alternating single-lane travel controlled by flaggers 7
a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday, Aug. 28 to Friday, Sept. 1.
